Course Description: 

A continuation of the National Electrical Code I course on the use and interpretation of the 
current National Electrical Code (NEC).  Its purpose is to prepare students for the Block and 
Associates exam. The course focuses on what makes up the tests, best use of time, highlighting 
important text in the codebook, and many other helpful testing ideas. Students will spend time 
taking sample exams and identifying weaknesses and improvements needed. Prerequisite: ELE 
142 Journey Exam Prep I.
