Nursing: LPN to RN Completion Program
Course Description:

This hybrid course prepares the licensed practical nurse to articulate to the role of a registered
nurse by expanding the LPN knowledge base and exploring the scope of practice of the RN. The
course begins with a review of academic progression in nursing. It continues with an
introduction to the curriculum and a discussion about preparing for success in school and
excellence in practice. The end-of-program student learning outcomes and major program
concepts are outlined. Program concepts include: nursing process, client-centered care,
teamwork and collaboration, informatics, evidence-based practice, safety, quality improvement,
leadership and professionalism. Higher levels of cognition including critical thinking, clinical
reasoning and clinical judgment are explored. In addition, legal and ethical issues confronting
the registered nurse are discussed.

1. Discuss role transition from LPN to RN including scope of practice.

2. Explore academic progression in nursing
